Applicants must: 

Maintain a minimum GPA of 2.75 while enrolled,
Continue to work in ECE field during enrollment, 
Complete 60 credit hours in 4-6 semesters including summers, to graduate by
August 2026,
Attend at least 1 cohort event each semester and attend new student orientation,
Participate in RESPECT evaluation activities. 

Applicants must: 

Meet the admissions requirement of their chosen campus,
UNL, UNO, or UNK,

Work in a licensed child care, preschool, or family child care; approved public school pre-k program; or Head
Start at least 30 hours per week at the time of application,
Have an AA degree OR at least 60 credit hours completed at a post-secondary institution.
